International Conference on Greek Civilization and Dialogue between Cultures

On 5, 6 and 7 October 2011, Democritus University of Thrace and the Institute of Classical, Byzantine and Modern Greek Studies of Ivane Javakhishvili Tbilisi State University hold a conference on Greek Civilization and Dialogue between Cultures.

The conference aims at highlighting the role of Greek civilization in millenniums-old contacts between various regions and cultures of the world and the significance of Greek civilization in the dialogue between cultures in ancient, Byzantine and modern periods. A special emphasis will be made on historical, archeological, ethnological and cultural evidence, millenniums-old relations between Greece and the Caucasus and the stand of Greece in the historically established opposition between Europe and Asia and the West and the East.

The conference will be held in Ivane Javakhishvili Tbilisi University. The working languages of the conference are English, Greek and Georgian. Simultaneous interpretation will be provided: English presentations will be translated into Georgian, papers delivered in Greek into Georgian and English and those in Georgian - into English.
